CLOSING DATE for entries 6:00pm, WEDNESDAY, MAY 28, 2008 after which time entries cannot be accepted, 
cancelled or substituted except as provided for in Chapter 11, Section 6 of the Dog Show Rules. 
 
An AKC Recording Fee of $.50 for  obedience and a $3.00 Event Service Fee for  the first entry of a dog (obedience or  
rally) and a $3.00 service fee for  each additional entry of the same dog  (obedience or  rally) will be required for each 
dog entered at a Licensed or Member Club Show, Obedience Trial, Rally Trial or Tracking Test.  This Recording Fee is to 
be collected by the Show giving club and paid to the American Kennel club.  If a dog is entered in more than one class in 
the show, the Recording Fee is to be collected on the both entries. (American Kennel Club Rule, Chapter 11, Section 2). 
Use one entry blank per dog only if information is exactly the SAME for each day.  Carefully check the block for each 
show in which you wish to enter your dog.  You MUST use a separate entry blank if you are entering your dog in a 
different class on different days, or if you are entering an additional class on any of the days. 
 
RETURNED CHECKS do not constitute a valid entry fee.  The Secretary will add a $20.00 collection fee to the amount 
of each returned check.  Subsequent returned checks from the same exhibitors may result in their being put on a CASH 
ONLY basis. 
TELEGRAPH, TELEPHONE AND UNSIGNED ENTRIES CANNOT BE ACCEPTED. NO FAXED ENTRIES.  
NO EXPRESS MAIL WHICH REQUIRES A SIGNATURE.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OF ENTRIES will be made as soon as practical with tickets and/or identification cards.  The 
person accompanying a dog must show tickets of admission and identification before the dog will be received.  SHOULD 
SUCH ACKNOWLEDGEMENT NOT BE RECEIVED BY THE EXHIBITOR within a reasonable time, please notify

NO ENTRY SHALL BE MADE AND NO ENTRY SHALL BE ACCEPTED WHICH SPECIFIES ANY 
CONDITIONS AS TO ITS ACCEPTANCE. 
 
ENTRY FEES shall not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused by Veterinarian or Judge, or 
barred from competition by action of the Show Committee.  If because of riots, civil disturbances or other acts beyond the 
control of the management it is impossible to open or to complete the show, no refund of entry fee will be made. 
REFUNDS:  For bitches in season or injured dogs or handlers a refund of the entry fee, less $7.00 per  entry, will be given.  
The SECRETARY must be notified of such claim for refund ½ hour or more prior to judging or by letter postmarked by the 
Friday before the show or earlier. A written physician excuse or veterinarian excuse on official letterhead will be the only 
acceptable method.  
ERRORS ON ENTRY BLANKS:  Owners are responsible for errors in making out entry forms, whoever may make such 
errors, and no entry fee will be refunded in event of such errors or cancellation of entries after the published closing date. 
NO REFUND FOR DUPLICATE ENTRIES.  We will make every effort to find all duplicate entries, but if a dog has 
been processed, no refund will be made. 
 
CONSULT JUDGING PROGRAM FOR TIME OF JUDGING. 
DOGS MAY ARRIVE any time prior to their scheduled time of judging.  DOGS NOT REQUIRED for further judging 
will be excused.
